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Introduction

This is one of several reports examining variations in adult substance use and mental health within the eight most populous States in the United States: California, Florida, Illinois, Michigan, New York, Ohio, Pennsylvania, and Texas. Findings from the 2001 National Household Survey on Drug Abuse (NHSDA), now called the National Survey on Drug Use and Health (NSDUH), are presented for the use of illicit drugs, alcohol, and tobacco; substance abuse and dependence; need and unmet need for substance abuse treatment; serious mental illness (SMI); and mental health services utilization among adults aged 18 or older. Unlike previous model-based population estimates,1 these reports provide direct survey estimates and a wider range of population characteristics that can be used by the States to address policy concerns.

Substance Abuse Treatment System in California

California is the most heavily populated State in the Nation with 32 million residents representing a wide range of racial, ethnic, social, and economic groups. As such, it has the largest estimated number of adults with substance dependence and abuse.1 The State's Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs (ADP), created in 1978, is the single State authority for substance abuse prevention and treatment.2 The ADP had approximately 350 permanent staff members and a budget of more than $544 million for State fiscal year 2002-2003.3 Of this amount, $506.3 million (93 percent) is for local governments and communities to provide treatment, recovery, and prevention services; the remaining $37.9 million (7 percent) is for State-level support.

According to a report from the National Association of State Alcohol and Drug Abuse Directors (NASADAD) for fiscal year (FY) 1999, California reported the expenditure of $610.9 million for State-supported alcohol and other drug services.4 Of this amount, $429.4 million was spent on treatment services, and $71.9 million was spent on primary prevention. During 1999, California had a total of 911 State-supported alcohol/drug treatment units.5 The number of alcohol and other drug admissions for FY 1999 in California was 56,454 for alcohol and 160,273 for other drugs.6
Mental Health Service System in California
In 1991, the Health and Welfare Realignment Program transferred the financial responsibility for most of the mental health programs in the State of California from the State to the counties that govern the provision of services. State oversight of public-sector mental health service delivery is conducted by the Department of Mental Health (DMH) and primarily targets individuals with serious mental illness (SMI) and children at risk for SMI. Total expenditures for county mental health programs in FY 2001-2002 were estimated at over $2 billion, $1.4 billion of which was for adults.7 An estimated 418,154 adult clients (197,215 of whom were severely impaired) were served by the State's public-sector mental health programs in State fiscal year 2001-2002, yielding an estimated expenditure of $3,480 per client.
This report presents NHSDA findings that describe the prevalence of substance use and serious mental disorders and treatment receipt from a representative sample of California residents that include public and private clients, as well as nonclients or nonservice users.

Methodology 

Sample and Procedures

The NHSDA utilizes a national probability sample designed to provide national and State-level estimates on the use of illicit drugs, alcohol, and tobacco by the U.S. civilian, noninstitutionalized population aged 12 or older. The 2001 NHSDA sample employed a 50-State design with an independent multistage area probability sample for each of the 50 States and the District of Columbia. Approximately 3,000 persons were surveyed in each of the eight most populous States. For each of the remaining States, approximately 900 interviews were conducted. The design also oversampled youths and young adults, so that the sample for the Nation and each State was equally distributed among three major age groups: youths aged 12 to 17 years, young adults aged 18 to 25 years, and adults aged 26 years or older.
Since 1999, the NHSDA has been carried out using computer-assisted interviewing (CAI) methods with a combination of computer-assisted personal interviewing (CAPI) conducted by the interviewer and audio computer-assisted self-interviewing (ACASI) guided by the computer and respondent. ACASI is a private self-interviewing technology that has been shown to increase response rates to questions regarding sensitive behavior.8 All sensitive questions in the NHSDA, such as those on substance use and mental health, were administered using ACASI. During 2001, the survey obtained data from 45,751 adult respondents aged 18 or older interviewed anonymously in their homes. The weighted interview response rate for adults aged 18 or older was 73.3 percent. This study uses data for California residents aged 18 or older from the 2001 NHSDA.9 In the 2001 NHSDA, 2,480 California residents aged 18 years or older were surveyed, with an overall weighted interview response rate of 70.45 percent.

Measures 

Substance use measures included measures of tobacco use, illicit drug use, and alcohol use. Measures of tobacco use included being a current (within the past month) cigarette smoker, current pipe or cigar smoker, and current smokeless tobacco user (snuff or chew). Types of illicit drug use included marijuana/hashish, cocaine/crack, nonmedical use of prescription-type medications, and other drugs (heroin, inhalants, and hallucinogens). Measures of alcohol use included binge alcohol use and heavy alcohol use. Binge alcohol use, also referred to as binge drinking in this report, was defined as drinking five or more drinks on the same occasion on at least 1 day in the past 30 days. Heavy alcohol use was defined as drinking five or more drinks on the same occasion (i.e., within a few hours) on 5 or more days in the past 30 days. All heavy alcohol users were binge drinkers by definition. Past year alcohol and illicit drug dependence or abuse were measured using DSM-IV criteria.10 A person was defined with substance dependence if he or she had symptoms, such as increased tolerance, withdrawal symptoms, and unsuccessful attempts at controlling his or her substance use in the past year. A person was defined with substance abuse if he or she was not dependent but had symptoms, such as recurrent use resulting in failure at work or at home, a recurrent substance-related legal problem, or continued use despite persistent or recurrent social or interpersonal problems in the past year. Serious mental illness (SMI) was defined as having a diagnosable mental, behavioral, or emotional disorder that met the criteria in DSM-IV and that resulted in functional impairment and substantially interfered with or limited one or more major life activities at some time during the past year.11
An adult who received substance abuse treatment was defined as a person aged 18 or older who received treatment or counseling designed to help reduce or stop his or her use of alcohol or any drug, not including cigarettes, in the past 12 months, including detoxification and any other treatment for medical problems associated with his or her alcohol or drug use. Mental health treatment referred to receipt of either specialty or nonspecialty treatment or counseling for problems (other than for alcohol or drug use) with emotions, nerves, or mental health in an inpatient setting, outpatient setting, or use of prescription medication to treat a mental or emotional condition in the past 12 months. Treatment receipt for SMI was defined as receipt of any mental health treatment for an individual with SMI. Persons who perceived an unmet need for treatment were defined as respondents who did not receive treatment but who believed they needed treatment. Persons who needed but did not receive substance abuse treatment were defined as respondents classified as alcohol or drug dependent or abusers who did not receive treatment for an alcohol or illicit drug problem. 
Persons who were classified as perceiving a need for alcohol treatment or for drug treatment but not receiving it were those who reported feeling a need for treatment or counseling for their use of alcohol or for their use of one or more drugs in the past 12 months who did not receive treatment. Unmet need for treatment for mental health problems was defined as a perceived need for treatment for mental health problems that was not received in the past 12 months. This measure also includes persons who received some treatment for mental health problems in the past 12 months but also reported that they perceived a need for treatment that they did not receive. Unmet need among those who received treatment for mental health problems may be interpreted as delayed or insufficient treatment in the past 12 months. Unless otherwise indicated, treatment percentages, usually in parentheses, are given for adults aged 18 or older in the total California population.
Sociodemographic characteristics included in these analyses were age, gender, race/ethnicity, completed education, marital status, family income, receipt of government assistance, health insurance coverage, and residence in one of the three largest metropolitan statistical areas (MSAs) or elsewhere in the State. These characteristics are defined in a previous publication.9
Statistical Analysis

All analyses for this study were conducted on data from adult respondents aged 18 or older in California. All estimates were weighted, and standard errors were calculated using SUDAAN,12 a software program that uses Taylor series linearization to adjust for the complex sample design. With the exception of tobacco and alcohol measures that are based on past month use, the time frame for the measures used in this analysis is the past year. 

Results

Tobacco Use

Tables 1 and 2 present the estimated numbers and percentages of adults who used cigarettes, pipes or cigars, or smokeless tobacco in the State of California during 2001. Over 5 million people (22.3 percent) smoked cigarettes in the past month. Over 1.3 million people (5.4 percent) were current pipe or cigar smokers, and 302,000 (1.2 percent) used smokeless tobacco products in the past month. The highest rates of current cigarette use were among subgroups of the population, including those who were 18 to 25 years of age, males, those who were not college graduates, unmarried persons, those who had received government assistance, Medicaid or Children's Health Insurance Program (CHIP) recipients, and those with no health insurance coverage. Males also had the highest rates of current pipe or cigar and smokeless tobacco use. Private insurance and nongovernment assistance recipients had significantly higher rates of current smokeless tobacco use than cigarette, pipe, or cigar use.
Alcohol Use

Tables 3 and 4 show that 12.8 million adults (52.3 percent) had used alcohol in the past month, 4.8 million adults (19.6 percent) were binge drinkers, and 1.1 million (4.6 percent) were heavy alcohol users. An estimated 692,000 (2.8 percent) of the adult population had abused alcohol, and 740,000 (3.0 percent) met criteria for alcohol dependence. Among racial/ethnic groups, non-Hispanic whites had the highest prevalence of heavy alcohol use but were not significantly more likely than other racial/ethnic groups to have abuse or dependence. The prevalence rate of past month alcohol use was more than 60 percent for non-Hispanic whites, college graduates, and those with family incomes of $75,000 or more. However, college graduates had lower rates of binge drinking and heavy alcohol use than those with less education. Individuals in the highest family income category (i.e., $75,000 or more annually) had a significantly lower rate of binge drinking than those with family incomes of less than $50,000. 

Illicit Drug Use

Tables 5 and 6 show that 3.4 million adult Californians (14.1 percent) reported using illicit drugs in the past year. Marijuana and hashish were the most commonly used drugs—reported by 2.5 million people (10.1 percent)—followed by the nonmedical use of prescription drugs, which was reported by 1.6 million people (6.4 percent). About 3 percent of the population reported using cocaine, and 3 percent used other types of drugs (including heroin, hallucinogens, and inhalants) in the past year. Persons in the 18 to 25 age group and those who had never been married had higher rates of past year illicit drug use (about 30 percent) and illicit drug dependence (about 6 percent) than other demographic groups. Compared with those having health insurance, those with no coverage had a higher rate of any illicit drug use. Residents in the Los Angeles and Riverside/San Bernadino MSAs had lower rates of any past year drug use than California residents who lived outside of the three largest MSAs. Whereas the sample sizes in these two MSAs were sufficient to conduct this analysis, most of the estimates for the Orange County MSA were suppressed due to insufficient sample sizes and/or large standard errors.

Alcohol or Illicit Drug Dependence or Abuse, Perceived Treatment Need, and Receipt of Substance Abuse Treatment

As shown in Tables 7 and 8, almost 2 million adult Californians (7.9 percent) were dependent on or abused alcohol or illicit drugs in the past year. Only 497,000 Californians (2.1 percent) received treatment for an alcohol or illicit drug problem in the past year, and only 210,000 (0.9 percent) who did not receive treatment perceived a need for treatment. An estimated 1.7 million Californians (6.8 percent) who were classified with abuse of or dependence on alcohol or illicit drugs in the past year did not receive treatment. Government assistance recipients were the most likely of all sociodemographic groups to both perceive a need for treatment and to receive it (2.7 and 5.5 percent, respectively). The sociodemographic groups with the highest percentage of residents who needed but did not receive treatment were those aged 18 to 25 (14.8 percent), followed by those who had never been married (12.3 percent) and those with no health insurance coverage (9.9 percent). 
Serious Mental Illness and Mental Health Treatment

Tables 9 and 10 present the estimated numbers and percentages of adults with SMI and of those who had received mental health treatment in the State of California in 2001. An estimated 1.7 million adults (7.0 percent) met criteria for SMI in the past year. Among sociodemographic groups, the prevalence rates of SMI were highest among women (10.2 percent); widowed, divorced, or separated individuals (13.0 percent); those with family incomes of less than $20,000 (11.6 percent); government assistance recipients (13.9 percent); and those having Medicaid/CHIP insurance coverage (13.3 percent). 
Of the estimated 2.4 million residents (10.0 percent) who had received some type of mental health treatment in the past year, 1.8 million (7.2 percent of the California adult population) received prescription medications for their mental health problems. Those who had received government assistance and/or Medicaid/CHIP coverage had the highest rates of treatment receipt. Individuals who were 50 years of age or older also were more likely to receive treatment than those in younger age groups. 

An estimated 962,000 California adult residents (4.0 percent) perceived an unmet need for mental health treatment in 2001. Widowed, divorced, or separated individuals were the most likely to perceive such an unmet need for treatment, closely followed by those who had received government assistance and those without health insurance. Women were twice as likely as men to perceive an unmet need for treatment; whites were twice as likely to perceive an unmet need for treatment as nonwhites.
Co-Occurring Serious Mental Illness and Substance Abuse/Dependence

As shown in Tables 11 and 12, a total of 377,000 adult California residents (1.5 percent) met criteria for both SMI and substance abuse or dependence (i.e., co-occurring SMI and substance abuse or dependence) in the past year. Among all sociodemographic groups, the highest rates of co-occurring disorders were among the 18 to 25 year olds, those who had received government assistance, those with less than a high school education, and non-Hispanic blacks. Those who were never married or who were widowed, divorced, or separated were significantly more likely to have co-occurring disorders than those who were married.
Tables 11 and 12 also show the prevalence of treatment receipt for substance abuse only, SMI only, and for both substance abuse and SMI. An estimated 1.5 percent of the adult California population received treatment for alcohol or drugs only; 2.6 percent received treatment for SMI only; and 0.6 percent received both substance abuse and SMI treatment. Those who had received government assistance and those with Medicaid/CHIP coverage had the highest rates of receiving substance abuse treatment only; those who had received government assistance and those who were widowed, divorced, or separated had the highest rates of receiving SMI treatment only; whereas noncollege graduates had the highest rates of receiving both substance abuse and SMI treatment.

Overall Serious Mental Illness or Substance Abuse/Dependence

As shown in Tables 13 and 14, an estimated 3.3 million adult California residents (13.4 percent) experienced either SMI or alcohol or illicit drug abuse/dependence within the past year. However, only 4.7 percent of California adults received any mental health or substance abuse treatment. The highest prevalence rates of SMI or substance abuse/dependence were among 18 to 25 year olds (22.9 percent), followed by persons who had never been married (21.2 percent), and government assistance recipients (20.5 percent). Those who were most likely to receive any treatment for SMI or problems with alcohol or drugs were those who had received government assistance or Medicaid/CHIP coverage or were widowed, divorced, or separated. The highest prevalence rates of perceived unmet need were for those with no insurance coverage (5.8 percent) and government assistance recipients (5.0 percent). 
Table 15 shows the percent distributions of selected characteristics of those with and without SMI or substance abuse/dependence. The first column indicates significant differences in the demographic distributions between those with and without SMI or alcohol or drug dependence or abuse. Residents with SMI or substance abuse or dependence were significantly younger than residents without SMI or substance abuse or dependence. They also were significantly more likely to be white, have family incomes of less than $20,000, be unmarried, and receive government assistance. Those with SMI or substance abuse or dependence were significantly less likely to be college graduates or have private insurance than residents without SMI or substance abuse or dependence.

California and the Nation as a Whole
This report provides population survey-based estimates of the prevalence and treatment of substance use, abuse, and SMI among adults in the State of California. Relative to adults aged 18 or older in the Nation as a whole,9 Californians were somewhat less likely to smoke and had a lower percentage of heavy alcohol users, although differences did not reach statistical significance (see Figure 1). On the other hand, a significantly larger percentage of adult Californians had used illicit drugs in the past year compared with adults in the Nation as a whole. Prevalence rates of reported dependence or abuse of any illicit drug or alcohol and SMI in California were almost identical to those in the Nation as a whole. The percentage of Californians who had received treatment for drugs or alcohol was slightly higher than in the Nation, but the percentage of Californians who had received mental health treatment was slightly lower than in the Nation, although these differences were not statistically significant.

This report has identified several findings that may be important for State decisionmakers. Sociodemographic groups with the highest prevalence rates of substance use and abuse in California that may be targeted for further intervention and programmatic resource allocation include persons who have never been married, young adults, those with less than a college education, and those with no health insurance coverage. Indeed, given the overlap between these classifications, these characteristics may refer to the same group of high-risk individuals. Receipt of government assistance may facilitate entry into substance abuse treatment in this high-risk population. Sociodemographic groups with the highest rates of and treatment for SMI were similar to those with substance use and abuse. Significant differences found among the largest MSAs were a lower rate of current pipe or cigar smoking in the Los Angeles area, a lower rate of heavy alcohol use in Orange County, and lower rates of illicit drug use in the Los Angeles and Riverside/San Bernadino MSAs. Compared with the rest of California, Orange County had a significantly lower rate of treatment receipt for alcohol or drug problems, and Riverside/San Bernadino had a significantly lower rate of respondents who needed treatment but not receive it. Further investigation of county or MSA differences should control for differences in their demographic distributions.
